The Board of Snohomish/Skagit County Fire
Protection District No. 24 adopted Resolution
No. 2023-2 concerning a proposition to
restore its EMS regular property tax levy.

This proposition would authorize the District
to restore its regular EMS property tax levy
to $.50 per $1,000 of assessed value to be
assessed in 2023 and collected in 2024. The
funds will maintain and improve emergency
medical services. The maximum allowable
levy in 2023 collected in 2024, shall serve

as the base for computing subsequent levy
limitations as provided by chapter 84.55
RCW.

Explanatory Statement
Written by Fire Protection District No. 24

Your elected Board of Commissioners of Snohomish/
Skagit County Fire Protection District No. 24 have
determined that the funding of emergency medical
services (EMS) to our citizens require more stable and
consistent funding.

If approved by the voters, this proposition will autho-
rize the District to restore its EMS property tax levy to
$0.50 per thousand dollars of assessed valuation the
rate previously approved by the voters in 2011. The
Board of Commissioners will establish the actual levy
rate each year following a public hearing.

Approval of this measure will allow the District to main-
tain the level of emergency medical services currently
provided on a continuing basis. The District must use
the EMS tax revenue exclusively for emergency medi-
cal services. The amount levied by the District in 2023
for collection in 2024 will serve as the based for com-
puting future one percent increases allowed by the law.

A levy that helps us all No information submitted.

As a community, we last approved an EMS levy in 2011.
That year, there were 365 calls for service. In 2022, the
number of calls increased to 670! The costs for sup-
plies, medications, and even fuel to drive to the hospi-
tal have increased, as well. Since then, the fire district
has improved our EMS system with new, grant-funded
vehicles and equipment. Starting in 2020, the fire dis-
trict introduced paramedic service to our community.
Before 2020, the closest paramedics came 30+ miles
from Arlington, causing significant delays in advanced
EMS care. Now, we have paramedics partnered with
specially-trained volunteer EMTs who can respond
within minutes right from our community.
