7. Protection of Lender’s Rights in the Property. If Borrower falls to perform the covenants and
agreements contained in this Security Instrument, or there is a legal proceeding that may srgmf cantly affect
Lender’s rights in the Property (such as a proceeding in bankruptcy, probate, for condcmnaugn or forfeiture or
to enforce laws or regulations), then Lender may do and pay for whatever is necessary to prot.ect the value of
the Property and Lender’s rights in the Property.

15. Governing Law; Severability. This Security Instrument shall be governed by federal law and
the law of the jurisdiction in which the Property is located. In the event that any provision or clause of this

Security Instrument or the Note conflicts with applicable law; such conflict shall not affect other provisions of

this Security Instrument or the Note which can be given effect without the conflicting provision. To this end the
provisions of this Security Insirument and the Note are declared 1o be severable.

17. Transfer of the Property or a Beneficial Interest in Borrower. If all or any part of the Property or
