‘Possession and Use. Until the occurrence of an Event of Default, Grantor may (a) remain in possession and control

of the-Property, (b) use, operate or manage the Property, and (c) collect any Rents from the Property (this privilege

the -Property ‘or to other limitations on the Property. The Real Property is not used principally for agricultural

Duty to Mamtaln Grantor shall maintain the Property in tenantable condition and promptly perform all repairs,
replacements, and maintenance necessary to preserve its value.

Nuisance, Waste, Grantor shall not cause, conduct or permit-any nuisance nor commit, permit, or suffer any
stripping of or:waste ‘on or to the Property or any portion of the Property. Without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, Grantor will not remove, or grant to any other party the right to remove, any timber, minerals (including oil
and gas),-soil, gravel or rock products without the prior written consent of Lender.

Removal of Improvements, Grantor shall not demolish or remove any Improvements from the Real Property without
the prior written consent of Lender. As a condition to the removal of any Improvements, Lender may require Grantor
to make arrangements: satisfactory to Lender to replace such Improvements with Improvements of at least equal
value.

Lender’s Right to Enter. Lender and its agents and representatives may enter upon the Real Property at all
reasonable times to attend.to Lender’s interests and to inspect the Property for purposes of Grantor's compliance with
the terms and conditions of this Deed. of Trust.

Compliance with GovernmentalRequirements. Grantor shall promptly comply, and shall promptly cause
compliance by all agents, tenants or other persons or entities of every nature whatsoever who rent, lease or otherwise
use or occupy the Property in any manner, with all laws, ordinances, and regulations, now or hereafter in effect, of all
governmental authorities applicable to the use or occupancy of the Property. Grantor may contest in good faith any
such law, ordinance, or regulation and withhold compliance during any proceeding, including appropriate appeals,
so long as Grantor has notified Lender.in writing prior to doing so and so long as, in Lender’s sole opinion, Lender’s
interests in the Property are not jeopardized. Lender may require Grantor to post adequate security or a surety bond,
reasonably satisfactory to Lender, to protect Lender’s interest.

Duty to Protect. Grantor agrees neither to abandon nor leave unattended the Property. Grantor shall do all other
acts, in addition to those acts set forth above in this section, which from the character and use of the Property are
reasonably necessary to protect and brés"qrv%!hg’Property.

DUE ON SALE - CONSENT BY LENDER. Lender may, atits option, (a) declare immediately due and payable all sums
secured by this Deed of Trust or (b) increase the interest rate provided for in the Note or other document evidencing the
Indebtedness and impose such other conditions as.Lender deems appropriate, upon the sale or transfer, without the
Lender’s prior written consent, of all or any part of the Real Property, or any interest in the Real Property.

Grantor
shall maintain the Property free of all liens having priority over or equal to the interest of Lender under this Deed of
Trust, except for the lien of taxes and assessments not due, except.for-the existing.indebtedness referred to below,
and except as otherwise provided in this Deed of Trust.

Property in an amount sufficient to avoid application of any coinsurance clause, and with a standard mortgagee |
clause in favor of Lender, together with such other hazard and liability insurance as Lender may reasonably require
Policies shall be written in form, amounts, coverages and basis reasonably acceptable to Lender and issued by a
company or companies reasonably acceptable to Lender. Grantor, upon request of Lender, will deliver to Lende
from time to time the policies or certificates of insurance in form satisfactory to Lender, including stipulations that
coverages will not be cancelled or diminished without at least ten (10) days’ prior written notice to Lender. Each-+
