TAXES AND LIENS. The tollowmg provisions relating to the taxes and liens on the Property are part of this Deed of Trust:

Payment. Grantor shaH pay when due (and in all events prior to delinquency) all taxes, special taxes, assessments,
charges (mcludrng water‘and’ sewer) fines and impositions levied against or on account of the Property, and shall pay
when due all claims for. work done on or for services rendered or material furnished to the Property. Grantor shall
maintain the Property freesof all liens having priority over or equal o the interest of Lender under this Deed of Trust,
except for the lien of taxes and assessments not due and except as otherwise provided in this Deed of Trust.

Right to Contest. Grantor may withhold payment of any tax, assessment, or claim in connection with a good faith
dispute over the obligatlon 1o pay, .50 long as Lender’s interest in the Property is not jeopardized. If a lien arises or is
filed as a result of nonpayment, Grantor:shall within fifteen (15) days after the lien arises or, if a lien is filed, within fifteen
(15) days after Grantor has notice of the filing, secure the discharge of the lien, or if requested by Lender, deposit with
Lender cash or a sufficient corporate smety bond or other security satisfactory to Lender in an amount sufficient to
discharge the lien plus any costs and attorneys fees, or other charges that could accrue as a result of a foreclosure or
sale under the Ilen In any contest Granter sha[l defend itself and Lender and shall satisfy any adverse judgment before

in the contest proceedings.

Evidence of Payment. Grantor shall‘:upon dém nd furmsh to Lender satisfactory evidence of payment of the taxes or
assessments and shall authorize the approprrate governmental official to deliver to Lender at any time a written statement
of the taxes and assessments against the’ Property

Notice of Construction. Grantor shall notrfy Lender at ‘least fifteen (15) days before any work is commenced, any
services are furnished, or any materials are supplled to the Property, if any mechanic’s lien, materialmen’s lien, or other
lien could be asserted on account of the work, services, or materials. Grantor will upon request of Lender furnish to

Lender advance assurances satisfactory to Lender that Grantor can and will pay the cost of such improvements.

PROPERTY DAMAGE INSURANCE. The followrng prowsmns relating to insuring the Property are a part of this Deed of
Trust.

Maintenance of Insurance. Grantor shall procure ‘and maintain’ polrcres of fire insurance with standard extended
coverage endorsements on a replacement basis for the full .rnsurable value covering all Improvements on the Real
Property in an amount sufficient to avoid application of any coinsurance clause, and with a standard mortgagee clause in
favor of Lender, together with such other hazard and liability insurance as Lender may reasonably require. Policies shall
be written in form, amounts, coverages and basis reasonably acceptable to Lender and issued by a company or
companies reasonably acceptable to Lender. Grantor, upon request of Lender, will deliver to Lender from time to time
the policies or certificates of insurance in form satlsfactory to Lender, :nc[udlng stipulations that coverages will not be
cancelled or diminished without at least ten (10) days prior written: notice to Lender. Each insurance policy also shall
include an endorsement providing that coverage in favor of Lender will not'be lmpalred in any way by any act, omission

or default of Grantor or any other person. The Real Property is or will be located in an area designated by the Director of
the Federal Emergency Management Agency as a special flood hazard area. ~Grantor agrees o obtain and maintain
Federal Flood Insurance, if available, for the full unpaid principal balance of the: toan and any prior liens on the property

securing the loan, up to the maximum pollcy limits set under the National. Flood Insurance Program, or as otherwise
required by Lender, and to maintain such insurance for the term of the Ioan i .

Application of Proceeds. Grantor shall promptly notify Lender of any loss or damage to the Property. Lender may
make proof of loss if Grantor fails to do so within fifteen (15) days of the casuaity Whether or not Lender’s security is
impaired, Lender may, at Lender’s election, receive and retain the proceeds of any insurance and apply the proceeds to

the reduction of the Indebtedness, payment of any lien affecting the Property, or the ‘festoration and repair of the

Property. If Lender elects to apply the proceeds to restoration and repair, Grantor shall repair or. replace the damaged or

destroyed Improvements in a manner satisfactory to Lender. Lender shall, upon satrsfactory proof of such expendrture

pay or reimburse Grantor from the proceeds for the reasonable cost of repair or restoration if Grantor is not in default
under this Deed of Trust. Any proceeds which have not been disbursed within 180 days after ther “receipt and which

Lender has not committed to the repair or restoration of the Property shall be used first to pay any amount owing to

Lender under this Deed of Trust, then to pay accrued interest, and the remainder, if any, shall‘be apphed 1o the principal

balance of the Indebtedness. If Lender holds any proceeds after payment in full of the- Indebtedness, such proceeds

shall be paid without interest to Grantor as Grantor’s interests may appear. -

Unexpired Insurance at Sale. Any unexpired insurance shall inure to the benefit of, and pass to (.the pur_chaser of the
Property covered by this Deed of Trust at any trustee’s sale or other sale held under the provnsrons of thtS Deed of Trust,
or at any foreclosure sale of such Property. :

LENDER’S EXPENDITURES. If Grantor fails (A) to keep the Property free of all taxes, hens,-- secunty mterests
encumbrances, and other claims, (B) to provide any required insurance on the Property, or (C) to make repairs:to the
Property then Lender may do so. If any action or proceedlng is commenced that would materially affect Lender's mterests in
the Property, then Lender on Grantor's behalf may, but is not required to, take any action that Lender: believes. to ‘be:

Comphance Default Fallure to comply with any other term, obligation, covenant or condition contained in this Deed of
Trust, the'Note or in any. of the Related Documents. [f such a failure is curable and if Grantor has not been given a
notice of a breach of thé same provision of this Deed of Trust within the preceding twelve (12) months, it may be cured
(and no Event of Default will. have occurred) if Grantor, after Lender sends written notice demanding cure of such failure:

(a) cures the failure wrthm thrrty (30) days; or {b) if the cure requires more than thirty (30) days, immediately initiates
steps sufficient fo cure the fallure and thereafter continues and completes all reasonable and necessary steps sufficient
to produce compliance as. soon as reasonabty practical.

Default on Other Payments Fallure of Grantor within the time required by this Deed of Trust to make any payment for
taxes or insurance, or any: other payment necessary to prevent filing of or to effect discharge of any lien.

False Statements. Any representatlon ‘or statement made or furnished to Lender by Grantor or on Grantor's behalf
under this Deed of Trust, the. Note or the l'telated Documents is false or misleading in any material respect, either now or
at the time made or furnlshed :

Defective Collateralization.. Thrs Deed of Trust or any of the Related Documents ceases to be in full force and effect
(including failure of any collateral document to create a valid and perfected security interest or lien) at any time and for
any reason. £

Death or Insolvency. The death of: ny Grantor, the insolvency of Grantor, the appointment of a receiver for any part of
Grantor's property, any assignment for the benefit of creditors, any type of creditor workout, or the commencement of
any proceeding under any bankruptcy or msolvency laws by or against Grantor.

Taking of the Property. Any creditor or governmental agency tries to take any of the Property or any other of Grantor’s
property in which Lender has a lien. This includes taking.of, garnishing of or levying on Grantor's accounts with Lender.
However, if Grantor disputes in good faith whether the claim on which the taking of the Property is based is valid or
reasonable, and if Grantor gives Lender writteri notice of the claim and furnishes Lender with monies or a surety bond
satlsfactory to Lender to satisfy the claim, then’ th “"“default provision will not apply.

Breach of Other Agreement. Any breach by Grantor under the terms of any other agreement between Grantor and
Lender that is not remedied within any grace" perlod provided therein, including without limitation any agreement
concerning any indebtedness or other obligation of’ Grantor to Lender whether existing now or later.

With respect to all or any part of the Real Property, the Trustee shall have the’ rlght to exercise its power of
sale and to foreclose by notice and sale, and Lender shall have the right to foreclose by 1udrcra| foreclosure, in either

UCC Remedies. With respect to all or any part of the Personal Property, Lender shall: have all the rlghts and remedies of
a secured party under the Uniform Commercial Code.

Coliect Rents. Lender shall have the right, without notice to Grantor to take possessron of nd manage the Property
and collect the Rents, including amounts past due and unpaid, and apply the net proceeds, over and above Lender's
costs, against the Indebtedness. In furtherance of this right, Lender may require any tenant or.6ther user of the Property
to make payments of rent or use fees directly to Lender. If the Rents are collected by Lender, then Grantor irrevocably
designates Lender as Grantor's attorney-in-fact to endorse instruments received in payment thereof' in.the name of
Grantor and to negotiate the same and collect the proceeds. Payments by tenants or other users to. L nd‘er in response
to Lender's demand shall satisfy the obligations for which the payments are made, whether or n6t any proper grounds
for the demand existed. Lender may exercise its rights under this subparagraph either in person, by: agent or through a
receiver. L &

Appoint Receiver. Lender shall have the right to have a receiver appointed to take possession of all or ariy part of t‘he"
Property, with the power to protect and preserve the Property, to operate the Property preceding or pending foreclosure ..
or sale, and to collect the Rents from the Property and apply the proceeds, over and above the cost of the recelvershlp,
against the Indebtedness. The receiver may serve without bond if permitted by law. Lender’s right to the appomtmen
of a receiver shall exist whether or not the apparent value of the Property exceeds the Indebtedness by a* substantlat
amount. Employment by Lender shall not disqualify a person from serving as a receiver. &

Tenancy at Sufferance. If Grantor remains in possession of the Property after the Property is sold as provrded above'or
Lender otherwise becomes entitled to possession of the Property upon default of Grantor, Grantor shall become a°
tenant at sufferance of Lender or the purchaser of the Property and shall, at Lender's option, either (1) pay a:"
