insufficient to bnng the Loan current. Lender may accept any payment or partial payment insufficient to
bring the Loan current, without waiver of any rights hereunder or prejudice to its rights to refuse such
payment ot partial payments in the future, but Lender is not obligated to apply such payments at the time
such payments are aébepted If each Periodic Payment is applied as of its scheduled due date, then
Lender need not pay interest.on nnapphed funds. Lender may hold such unapplied funds until Borrower
makes payment to bring the Loan current. If Borrower does not do so within a reasonable period of time,
Lender shall either apply such funds’ or return them to Borrower. If not applied earlier, such funds will
be applied to the outstandirig- prmclpal balance under the Note immediately prior to foreclosure. No
offset or claim which Borrower might have now or in the future against Lender shall relieve Borrower
from making payments due under the Note and this Security Instrument or performing the covenants and
agreements secured by this Secunty Iustrument

2. Application of Payments or Proceeds Except as otherwise described in thlS Section 2, all
payments accepted and applied by Lender shall be applied in the following order of priority: (a) interest
due under the Note; (b) principal due under the Note; (c) amounts due under Section 3. Such payments
shall be applied to each Periodic Payment in-the order in which it became due. Any remaining amounts
shall be applied first to late charges, second to any other amounts due under this Security Instrument, and
then to reduce the principal balance of the Note.

If Lender receives a payment from Borrower for a delinquent Periodic Payment which includes a
sufficient amount to pay any late charge due, the payment may be applied to the delinquent payment and
the late charge. If more than one Periodic Payment is outstanding, Lender may apply any payment
received from Borrower to the repayment of the Periodic Payments if, and to the extent that, each
payment can be paid in full. To the extent that any excess exists after the payment is applied to the full
payment of one or more Periodic Payments, such éxcess may be applied to any late charges due.
Voluntary prepayments shall be applied first to any prepayment charges and then as described in the
Note.

Any application of payments, insurance prooeeds or Mlscellaneous Proceeds to principal due
under the Note shall not extend or postpone the due date or change the amount, of the Periodic
Payments.

3. Funds for Escrow Items, Borrower shall pay to Lender on the day Periodic Payments are
due under the Note, until the Note is paid in full, a sum (the "Funds®) 0 prowde for payment of amounts
due for: (a) taxes and assessments and other items which can attain pqonty over this Security Instrument
as a lien or encumbrance on the Property; (b) leasehold payments or ground rents on the Property, if any;
(c) premiums for any and all insurance required by Lender under Section 3; and (d) Mortgage Insurance
premiums, if any, or any sums payable by Borrower to Lender in lieu of the payment of Mortgage
Insurance premiums in accordance with the provisions of Section 10.

Lender may make proof of loss if not made promptly by Borrower. Unless Lender and Borrower
otherwise agree in writing, any insurance proceeds, whether or not the underlying insurance was required
_ by Lender, shall be.-applied to restoration or repair of the Property, if the restoration or repair is
economically feasible and Lender’s security is not lessened. During such repair and restoration period,
Lender shall have. the- nght to hold such insurance proceeds until Lender has had an opportunity to
inspect such Property to ensure the work has been completed to Lender’s satisfaction, provided that such
inspection shall be undertaken promptly Lender may disburse proceeds for the repairs and restoration in
a single payment or in'a seties of progress payments as the work is completed. Unless an agreement is
made in writing or Apphcable Law requires interest to be paid on such insurance proceeds, Lender shall
not be required to pay Borrower any interest or earnings on such proceeds. Fees for public adjusters, or
other third parties, retained by Borrower shall not be paid out of the insurance proceeds and shall be the
sole obligation of Borrower. If the restoranon or repair is not economically feasible or Lender’s security
would be lessened, the' insurance proceeds shall be applied to the sums secured by this Security
Instrument, whether or not then due, with the excess, if any, paid to Borrower. Such insurance proceeds

1f Borrower abandons the Property, Lender may file, negotiate and settle any available insurance
claim and related matters. If Borrower does.not respond within 30 days to a notice from Lender that the
insurance carrier has offered to settle 4 cla1m ‘then Lender may negotiate and settle the claim. The 30-day
period will begin when the notice is given. In either event, or if Lender acquires the Property under
Section 22 or otherwise, Borrower hereby assigns to Lender (a) Borrower’s rights to any insurance
proceeds in an amount not to exceed the amounts unpaid under the Note or this Security Instrument, and
(b) any other of Borrower’s rights (other than the right to any refund of unearned premiums paid by
Borrower) under all insurance policies covering the Property, insofar as such rights are applicable to the
coverage of the Property. Lender may use the insurance proceeds either to repair or restore the Property
or to pay amounts unpaid under the Note or this Security Instrument, whether or not then due.

6. Occupancy. Borrower shall occupy, establish, 4nd use the Property as Borrower’s principal
residence within 60 days after the execution of this Secunty Instrument and shall continue to occupy the
Property as Borrower’s principal residence for at léast ong year after the date of occupancy, unless
Lender otherwise agrees in writing, which consent® shall not be unreasonably withheld, or unless
extenuatmg circumstances exist which are beyond Borrower’s ‘control.-

7. Preservation, Maintenance and Protection of .the Property; Inspections. Borrower shall
not destroy, damage or impair the Property, allow the Property to deteriorate or commit waste on the
Property. Whether or not Borrower is residing in the Property, Borrower shall maintain the Property in
order to prevent the Property from deteriorating or decreasingin value due to its condition. Unless it is
determined pursuant to Section 5 that repair or restoration is ‘not-economically feasible, Borrower shall
promptly repair the Property if damaged to avoid further deterioration or damage. If insurance or
condemnation proceeds are paid in connection with damage to, or the taking of, the Property, Borrower
shall be responsible for repairing or restoring the Property only if Lender has released proceeds for such
purposes. Lender may disburse proceeds for the repairs and restoration in a smgle payment or in a series
of progress payments as the work is completed. If the insurance or condémnation proceeds are not
sufficient to repair or restore the Property, Borrower is not relieved of Borrower s’ obllgauou for the
completion of such repair or restoration.

Lender or its agent may make reasonable entries upon and mspechons of the Property If it has
reasonable cause, Lender may inspect the interior of the improvements on the Property. -Lender shall
give Borrower notice at the time of or prior to such an interior inspection speclfymg such ‘reasonable
cause.

9. Protection of Lender’s Interest in the Property and Rights Under thls Securlty &

Borrower shall be in default if any action or proceedmg whether civil or criminal, is begun
that, in Lender’s judgment, could result in forfeiture of the Property ot, other material impairment of
Lender’s interest in the Property or rights under this Security Instrument. Borrower can cure such a
default and, if acceleration has occurred, reinstate as provided in Section 19, by causing the action or
proceeding to be dismissed with a ruling that, in Lender’s judgment precludes forfeiture of the Property
or other material impairment of Lender’s interest in the Property or rights under this Security Instrument.
The proceeds of any award or claim for damages that are atmbutable to the" 1mpamnent of Lender’s
interest in the Property are hereby assigned and shall be paid to Lendet. : :

12. Borrower Not Released; Forbearance By Lender Not a Walver. Extensron of the time for
payment or modification of amortization of the sums secured by this Secunty Instrument granted by
Lender to Borrower or any Successor in Interest of Borrower shall not operate:to release the liability of
Borrower or any Successors in Interest of Borrower. Lender shall not be requn'ed ‘to commence
proceedings against any Successor in Interest of Borrower or to refuse to extend time for ‘payment or
otherwise modlfy amortization of the sums secured by this Security Instrument by reason. of any demand
exercising any right or remedy including, without limitation, Lender’s acceptance of payments from thlrd
persons, entities or Successors in Interest of Borrower or in amounts less than the amount then due, shall
not be a waiver of or preclude the exercise of any right or remedy.

Neither Borrower nor Lender may commence ]om, o be joined to any judicial action (as either
an individual litigant or the member of a class) that.arises from the other party’s actions pursuant to this
Security Instrument or that alleges that the other party has breached any provision of, or any duty owed
by reason of, this Security Instrument, until such Borrower or Lender has notified the other party (with
such notice given in compliance with the requirements of Section 15) of such alleged breach and afforded
the other party hereto a reasonable period after the giving .of such notice to take corrective action. If
Applicable Law provides a time period which must elapse ‘before certain action can be taken, that time
period will be deemed to be reasonable for purposes of this paragraph. The notice of acceleration and
opportunity to cure given to Borrower pursuant to Section'22-and the notice of acceleration given to
Borrower pursuant to Section 18 shall be deemed to satisfy the' notlce and opportumty to take corrective
action provisions of this Section 20.
