JOHN R. BRINK and T WYLA A. BRINK, husband anjd'-_wife, as developers of the
above-described Short Plat, intending to establish an unincorpzo_r'ated homeowners association under
Chapter 64.38 RCW, do hereby declare the following covenant's,--=cdnd-i-ti'pn's, restrictions, rules, and
regulations to govern the administration of a private short plat road commonly known as Emily Lane
for the benefit of homeowners within Skagit County Short Plat No: 96-01 07 Which also serves the
premises described in Exhibit “A” which shall participate in maintenance and operation expenses in
proportion to use. S

WITNESS:

1. Lots | though 3 inclusive, Short Plat 96-0107, recorded under Ai_jditg_{‘s 'Fi!__f_:_ No.
200109050094 records of Skagit County, Washington, shall have ingress, egress, and utility Ela(__icess
over, under, along, and across the private road easement serving said lots as shown in Skagit County
Short Plat No. 96-0107 which identifies the right of way for Emily Lane, a Skagit County Short Plat-.
Road constructed to Skagit County standards and accepted by Skagit County Engineer Au:gu'éﬂt 27,
2001 and by Skagit County Planning and Permit Center on the 29" day of August 2001. I
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20T ‘Each homeowner shall have the right to construct, improve, repair, and use the above
described Short Plat road for ingress, egress, and utility purposes. In the event that a lot owner enters
this private road for construction, improvement, repair, or maintenance, they shall leave the property
and roadway _i-n'!as‘;_go'éd a condition as it was before entering and shall not damage, unnecessarily

disturb or interrupt service for those served by utilities, including storm water drainage.

3. I ot owners are restricted from parking on Emily Lane in such a way as to interfere
with the reasonable use of the access by others, and no recreational vehicles, trailers, commercial
vehicles, construction gqui"pment, or boats shall be parked on the short plat road easement.

4. Homeowners are re_(;l__jired to keep drainage ditches clean, mowed, and clear of debns
adjacent to their lot(s) and lot boundaries.

5. It is the intention-of ihe parties that the roadway, drainage, and utilities situated within
the Short Plat Road Easement be maintained and in a good state of repair by homeowners within the
Short Plat. The roadway shall be free of chuckholes and graded or paved to maintain its integrity as a
continuous driving surface. Home owners,-in anticipation of reasonable wear and tear and their use
of rights in common to the Easement will contribute per linear foot of roadway measured from the
centerline of Josh Wilson Road to the North boundary of their premises on an annual basis a
proportionate share of estimated cost of maintenance and operation provided that all homeowners
wha have been issued a building permit to any lot which:has vehicle access over Emily Lane shall
contribute an equal share of said estimated cost.- =

6. A speed limit of fifteen miles per hour (15 mph) is hereby established and the
Association shall purchase appropriate signage for speed limit and parking violations. Towing of
vehicles under state and local laws may be posted at the road entry-and cul-de-sac terminus at the
expense of the Association in order to provide appropriate signage to support towing of unauthorized
vehicles and enforcement of these covenants. . L

7. On October 1, 2004, or another mutually accepted date, and on each succeeding
October 1™ thereafter, all homeowners using Emily Lane shall convene an annual meeting to elect a
Road Supervisor and establish the estimated costs incurred by the Association to cover the common
expenses incurred to maintain the private road easement. L

Not less than fourteen (14) days, nor more than sixty (60) days in advance of any meeting, the
original owners, or thereafter, the Road Supervisor elected as an officer of the  Association, shall
cause notice to be hand delivered or sent postage prepaid by first class mail, United St_at_eé- Postal
Service. to the mailing address of each owner, or to such other mailing address designated in writing
by the owner, stating the time and place of the meeting and the business to be on the agenda for a_
vote by the owners, including the general nature of any proposed amendment to this Agreemer_l_t, any’ ..
estimated cost or changes to previously approved cost estimates which may cause a changé in

assessment obligation, and any proposal to remove an officer. All meetings shall be open for observa-- )
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_~“tion by owners of record and their authorized agents. Minutes of all actions taken at the annual
- meeting shall be available to owners.

"8 Theestimated costs adopted at the annual meeting of the Association shall establish a
dollar amiount to be assessed against the lots in the short plat and must receive the affirmative support
of at least two (2) homeowners. Each homeowner shall receive notice of the assessment at the time
of the annual meeting, or by mailing within ten (10) days after the annual meeting to the homeowner’s
last known address:. Failure to contribute the assessed amount within forty-five (45) days of the
notice of assessient shall be a default, and the Association shall have the right to file a lien for the
unpaid assessment; plus mmterest at the rate of twelve (12%) percent per annum and all costs of
enforcement, including reasonable attorney's fees may be added to principal and interest. Each owner
of each lot shall be personally liable for each assessment coming due or remaining unpaid after
issuance of a building permit on the lot served by Emily Lane.

9. The Association's estimated costs shail include a premium for a standard form
Homeowners Association_Policy “of Liability insurance coverage, as well as allowances for
maintenance of the private road and a.sinking fund for any improvements, deferred maintenance, or
depreciation of improvements. -~ .

10.  Each homeowner and building permit holder shall be allowed to cast one ballot, in
person or by written proxy, to elect a Road Supervisor and for or against all other business coming
before the meeting. The Road Supervisor shall establish an interest-bearing savings account at the
Burlington Branch of Whidbey lsland Bank, under the name of Emily Lane Association. The
designated account shall receive and disburse all funds-of the Association, and the Road Supervisor
shall secure a taxpayer identification number for the Association from the United States Treasury
Department, Internal Revenue Service. - i

11.  Any work undertaken by the Road Supervisor which is not covered by the estimated
costs and annual assessment of the Association, may be undertaken only with the written consent of
two (2) owners or the concurrent approval of other users"”ofEn_l'i_'ly Lane who contribute a sum at least
equal to the special assessment toward the cost of mainténance, repair or improvement to the
roadway or drainage facility situated on Emily Lane right of way. Ail_ property owners shall be
entitled to a copy of any contract for special assessment work upen request. Notice shall be by
personal service or United States Mail, postage prepaid, to the last known address of the homeowner.

This procedure shall not prevent the Road Supervisor from taking erri_e:gencyméasures in the interest
of the Association. e T

12 In the event that one (1) or more homeowners fails to abide b-y'f_;_e’im s of this governing
document of the Association, then other homeowners shall have the right to bring an action against
the person, firm, or corporation responsible for the violation. No owner or contract purchaser shall
be relieved of any hability for the obligations established by this governing document throu ghnonuse
or abandonment of a lot or parcel. ER
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R Fach homeowner shall be individually responsible for the collection and proper
_disposition of garbage. hazardous substances, rubbish, waste, and noxious weeds. Junk cars shall not
be_alloWed in the view of other homeowners.

_ !4 The lots in the short plat are intended for residential use, and such accessory uses as
may be allowed by Skagit County under its comprehensive plan and zoning code, including home
occupdtions an_d bed and breakfast establishments.

15, ~This Agreement shall constitute a covenant running with the land and shall be binding
upon the :espectlve homeowners the signatories, their heirs, successors, and assigns.
