The total outstaniding principal balance owing at any one time
under the Agreement (not including charges and collection-costs- which. may be owing from time to time} shail not
exceed One Hundred Thousand and 00/100ths (U.S. $ 108,000, 00)

plus interest thereon (the "Credit Limit"). That sum is referred to/in'the Agreement as the Credit Limit. The entire
indebtedness under the Agreement, if not paid earlier, is due and payable on February 15, 2021 or on such later date
as may be permitted by Lender in writing or at such earlier date in the” event such mdebtedness is accelerated in

Borrower understands and agrees that' MERS holds only legal title to the interests granted by Borrower in this

THIS SECURITY INSTRUMENT combines uniform’ covenanis for national use and non-uniform
covenants with limited variations by jurisdiction to constitute a umform security instrument covering real property.

UNIFORM COVENANTS. Borrower and Lender covenant and apreé as follows:

1. Payment of Principal, Interest and Other Charges. Borfower shall pay when due the principal of,
and interest on, the debt evidenced by the Agreement and if allowable under Applicable Law, any prepayment
charges, late charges and other charges due under the Agreement. Payments due under the Agreement and this
Security Instrument shall be made in U.S. currency. However, if any check ot ‘other instrument received by Lender
as payment under the Agreement or this Security Instrument is returned to Lender unpaid, Lender may require that
any or all subsequent payments due under the Agreement and this Security Instrument be made in one or more of the
following forms, as selected by Lender: (a) cash; (b) money order; (c) centified check, bank check; treasurer’s check
or cashier’s check, provided any such check is drawn upon an institution whose deposﬂs are msured by a federal
agency, instrumentality, or entity; or (d) Electronic Funds Transfer.

2. Application of Payments or Proceeds. Payments are deemed received by Lender when received at
the location designated in the Agreement or at such other location as may be designated by Lender in accordance
with the notice provisions in Section 14 or in such manner or location as required under Applicable Law. Except as
otherwise described in this Section 2, and as permitted under Applicable Law, all payments accépted and applied by
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Lénder shall be applied to the outstanding Account balance in the following order of priority: (i) any prepayment
" charges du¢ under the Agreement and/or this Security Instrument if permitted by Applicable Law; (ii) amounts due
" under- this“Security Instrument to secure the amounts advanced under the Account and to protect Lender’s security;
(ili) any escrow paymenis under Section 3 of this Security Instrument, if Lender requires such payments; (iv) any
late charges; (v) any other fees and charges other than finance charges; (vi) accrued and unpaid finance charges due
under the Agreenient; and (vii) any unpaid principal balance due under the Agreement.

IE Lender receives a payment from Borrower for a delinquent Periodic Payment which includes a snfficient
amount 1o pay any: late charge due, the payment may be applied to the delinquent payment and the late charge. If
more than ong-Periodic Payment is outstanding, Lender may apply any payment received from Borrower to the
repayment of the Periodic Payments if, and to the extent that, each payment can be paid in fuil. To the extent that
any excess exists after the payment is applied to the full payment of one or more Periodic Payments, such excess
may be applied to any late eharges due. To the extent permitted by Applicable Law, voluntary prepayments shall be
applied first to any prepayment charges and then as described in the Agreement.

Any application of payments, insurance proceeds, or Miscellaneons Proceeds to principal due under the
Agreement shall not extend or postporie the due date, or change the amount of the Periodic Payments.

3. Funds for Escrow Itéims. -Subject to Applicable Law, Borrower shall pay to Lender on the days
Periodic Payments are due under the Agreement, until the Account is paid in full, a sum (the “Funds”) to provide for
payment of amounts due for: (a) taxes and assessments and other items which can attain priority over this Security
Instrument as a lien or encumbrance on the Property; (b) leasehold payments or ground rents on the Property, if any;
(¢) premiums for any and all insurance required by. Lender under Section 5; and (d) Mortgage Insurance premiums,
if any, or any sums payable by Borrower to Le’nﬁor in licu of the payment of Mortgage Insurance premiums. These
items are called “Escrow Items.” At origifiation or at any time during the term of the Agreement, Lender may
require that Community Association Dues, Fees, and Assessments, if any, be escrowed by Borrower, and such dues,
fees and assessments shall be an Escrow Item. Borrower shall promptly furnish to Lender all notices of amounts to
be paid under this Section 3. Borrower shall pay Lender the Funds for Escrow Items unless Lender waives
Borrower’s obligation to pay the Funds for any-or all Escrow Items. Lender may waive Borrower’s obligation to
pay to Lender the Funds for any or all Escrow Items at any time... Any such waiver may only be in writing. In the
event of such waiver, Borrower shall pay directly, when and whiere payable, the amounts due for any Escrow ltems
for which payment of Funds has been waived by Lender and, if Lender requires, shall fumish to Lender receipts
evidencing such payment within such time period as Lender may require.

The Funds shall be held in an institution whose deposits are insured by a federal agency, ‘instrumentality, or
entity (including Lender, if Lender is an institution whose deposits are so insured) or in any Federal Home Loan
Bank. Lender shall apply the Funds to pay the Escrow Items no later than the time specificd under RESPA. Lender
shall not charge Borrower for holding and applying the Funds, annually analyzing the escrow account, or verifying
the Escrow Items, unless Lender pays Borrower interest on the Funds and Applicable Law "permit's' Lender to make
such a charge. Unless an agreement is made in writing or Applicable Law requires interest to be paid on the Funds,
Lender shall not be required to pay Borrower any interest or earntngs on the Funds.

If there is a shortage of Funds held in escrow, as defined under RESPA
to mean fhe amount by which a current escrow balance falls short of the target balance at the time of escrow
analysis, Lender’ shall notify Borrower as required by RESPA, and Borrower shall pay to Lender the amount
necessary-to make up.the shortage in accordance with RESPA, but in no more than 12 monthly payments. If there is
a deficiericy-of Funds-held in escrow, as defined under RESPA to mean the amount of the negative balance in the
escrow account, Lender shall notify Borrower as required by RESPA, and Borrower shall pay to Lender the amount
necessary to take up.the deficiency in accordance with RESPA, but int no more than 12 monthly payments.

Upon payment.in_full of all sums secured by this Security Instrument, Lender shall promptly refund to
Borrower any Funds held by 1ender. Borrower shall not be obligated to make such payments of Funds to Lender to
the extent that Borrower makes such payments to the holder of a prior mortgage or deed of trust if such holder is an
institutional lender. If under Section 21 the Property is sold or the Property is otherwise acquired by Lender, Lender
shall apply no later than immediately prior to the sale of the Property or its acquisition by Lender, any Funds held by
Lender at the time of application as a credit against the sums secured by this Security Instrument.

4. Charges; Liens: Borrower shall perform all of Borrower’s obligations under any mortgage, deed of
trust, or other security agreement with a tien which has priority over this Security Instrument, Borrower shall pay
when due, all taxes, assessments,. charges, fines, and impositions attributable to the Property which can attain
priority over this Security Instrument; leasehold payments or ground rents on the Property, if any, and Community
Association Dues, Fees, and Assessments, if® any To the extent that these items are Escrow Items, Borrower shall
pay them in the maaner provided in Section 3.

Borrower shall promptly discharge any _llen othér than a lien disclosed to Lender in Borrower’s application
or i any title report Lender obtained which has priority over this Security Instrument unless Borrower: (a) agrees in
writing to the payment of the obligation secured by-the lien in a manner acceptable to Lender, but only so long as
Borrower is performing such agreement; (b) cornitests the lien in good faith by, or defends against enforcement of the
lien in, legal proceedings which in Lender’s opinion operate to_prevent the enforcement of the lien while those
proceedings are pending, but only unti} such proceedings are concluded; or (c) secures from the holder of the lien an
agreement satisfactory to Lender subordinating the lien to this Security Instrument.

Lender may require Borrower to pay a one-time ¢harge for a real estate tax verification and/or reporting
service used by Lender in connection with the Agreement the Accounl and this Security Instrument, if allowed
under Applicable Law.

5. Property Insurance. Borrower shall keep the 1mprovements now existing or hereafter erected on the
Property insured against loss by fire, hazards included within the'term “extended coverage,” and any other hazards
including, but not limited to, earthquakes and floods, for which Lender-requires.insurance. This insurance shall be
maintained in the amounts (including deductible levels) and for the periods that Lender requires. What Lender
requires pursuant to the preceding sentences can change during the term:of the Agreement. The insurance carrier
providing the insurance shall be chosen by Borrower subject to Lender’s right to disapprove Borrower’s choice,
which right shall not be exercised unreasonably. Lender may require Borrower to-pay, in connection with the
Agreement, the Account and this Security Instrument, either: (a) a one-time charge for flood zone determination,
certification and tracking services; or (b) a one-time charge for flood zone determination and certification services
and subsequent charges each time remappings or similar changes occur which' reasonably inight affect such
determination or certification. Borrower shall also be responsible for the payment of any fees imposed by the
Federal Emergency Management Agency in connection with the review of any flood zonie deternnnatmn re%ulung
from an objection by Borrower.

If Borrower fails to maintain any of the coverages described above, Lender may obtmn msurance coverage,
at Lender’s option and Borrower’s expense. Lender is under no obligation to purchase any particular type or amount
of coverage. Therefore, such coverage shall cover Lender, but might or might not protect Borrower, Borrower’s
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) :cqulty in the Property, or the contents of the Property, against any risk, hazard or liability and might provide greater
- or lesser eoverage than was previously in effect. Borrower acknowledges that the cost of the insurance coverage so
" obtained -might significantly exceed the cost of insurance that Borrower could have obtained. Any amounts
dlsbursed by Lender under this Section 3, shall be added to the unpaid balance of the Account and interest shall
accrue at the rate set forth in the Agreement, from the time it was added to the unpaid balance until it is paid in full.

. Subject to. Applicable Law, all insurance policies required by Lender and renewals of such policies shall be
subject to-Lender’s right to disapprove such policies, shall include a standard mortgage clause, and shall name
Lender as mortgagee andior as an additional loss payee, and Borrower further agrees to generally assign rights to
insurance progeécds to, the holder of the Agreement and the Account up to the amount of the outstanding Account
balance. Lender shall have the right to hold the policies and renewal certificates. If Lender requires, Borrower shall
promptly give to Lender all- receipts of paid premiums and renewal notices. If Borrower obtains any form of
insurance coverage not otherwise required by Lender, for damage to or destruction of, the Property, such policy shall
include a standard mortgage :clause.and shall name Lender as mortgagee and/or as an additional loss payee, and
Borrower further agrees to generally assign rights to insurance proceeds to the holder of the Agreement and the
Account up to the amount of the outstandmg Account balance.

In the event of loss, Borrower shall give prompt notice to the insurance carricr and Lender. Lender may
make proof of loss if not made prompily. by Borrower. Unless Lender and Borrower otherwise agree in writing, and
subject to the rights of any holder of a mortgage, deed of trust, or other security agreement with a lien which has
priority over this Security Instrument,’ ‘any insurance proceeds, whether or not the underlying insurance was required
by Lender, shall be applied to restoration or repair of the Property, if the restoration or repair is economically
feasible and Lender’s security is not lessened; During such repair and restoratiop period, Lender shall have the right
to hold such insurance proceeds until Lender has had an opportunity to inspect the Property to ensure the work has
been completed to Lender’s satisfaction, pr0v1ded that.stich inspection shall be undertaken promptly. Lender may
disburse proceeds for the repairs and restoration in a smgle payment or in a series of progress payments as the work
is completed. Unless an agreement is made in writing or Applicable Law requires interest to be paid on such
insurance proceeds, Lender shall not be required to pay Borrower any interest or earnings on such proceeds. Fees
for public adjusters, or other third parties, retained by Borrower shall not be paid out of the insurance proceeds, and
shall be the sole obligation of Borrower. Subject to the rights of -any holder of a mortgage, deed of trust, or other
security agreement with a lien which has priority over this Security Instrument, if the restoration or repair is not
economically feasible or Lender’s security would be lessened, the insurance proceeds shall be applied to the sums
secured by this Security Instrument, whether or not then:due; with the. excess, if any, paid to Borrower. Such
insurance proceeds shall be applied in the order provided for ini Sectmn 2.

If Lender believes that Borrower has abandoned the Property, Lender may file, negotiate and settle any
available insurance claim and related matters. 1f Borrower does not respond wnhm 30 days to a notice from Lender
that the insurance carrier has offered to settle a claim, then Lender may negotiate-and settle the claim. The 30-day
period will begin when the notice is given. In either event, or if Lendgr acquires the Propetty under Section 21 or
otherwise, Borrower hereby assigns to Lender (a) Borrower’s rights to any insurance proceeds in an amount not to
exceed the amounts unpaid under the Agreement, the Account or this Security Instrument, and (b) any other of
Borrower’s rights (other than the right to any refund of unearned preminms paid:-by Borrower) under all insurance
policies covering the Property, insofar as such rights are applicable to the coverage'af the Property. Subject to the
rights of any holder of a mortgage, deed of trust, or other security agreement with a lien which.has priority over this
Security Instrument, Lender may use the insurance proceeds either to repair or restore ‘the Property or to pay
amounts unpaid under the Agreement, the Account or this Security Instrument, whether or not then due.

6. Preservation, Maintenance and Protection of the Property; Inspectlons ‘Borrower shall not
destroy, damage or impair the Property, allow the Property to deteriorate or commit waste on' the Property Whether
or not Borrower is residing in the Property, Borrower shall maintain the Property in order 1o prevent the Property
from deteriorating or decreasing in value due to its condition. If the Property is damaged, unless it.i$ determined
pursuant to Section 5 that repair or restoration js not economically feasible, Borrower shall promptly repait. the
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~Property to avoid further deterioration or damage. If insurance or condemnation proceeds are paid in connection
- with damage to, or the taking of the Property, Borrower shall be responsibie for repairing or restoring the Property
onty if Leénder has released proceeds for such purposes. Lender may disburse proceeds for the repairs and
restoration”in a single payment or in a series of progress payments as the work is completed. If the msurance or
condemnation proceeds are not sufficient to repair or restore the Property, Borrower is not relieved of Borrower’s
obhgat.lon for the' compleuon of such repair or restoration.

. Lender or its-agent may make reasonable entries upon and inspections of the Property. If it has reasonable
cause, Lender may’ inspect the interior of the improvements on the Property. Lender shall give Borrower notice at
the time of or prior to such an interior inspection specifying such reasonable cause.

7. ‘Borrower’s Home Equity Line of Credit Application. Borrower shall be in defanlt if, during the
home equity line of credit ‘application process, Borrower or any persons or entities acting at the direction of
Borrower or with Botrower’s knowledge or consent gave materially false, misleading, or inaccurate information or
statements to Lender (or failed to provide Lender with material information) in connection with the Agreement, the
Account or this Security Instrament. Material representations include, but are not limited to, representations
concerning Borrower’s occupancy of the Property as Borrower’s principal residence.

8. Protection of Lerider’s Interest in the Property and Rights Under this Security Instrument, If
(a) Borrower fails to perform the covenants and agreements contained in this Security Instrument, (b) there is a legal
proceeding that might significantly, affect Lender’s interest in the Property and/er rights under this Security
Instrument {such as a proceeding-in bankrhptéy, probate, for condemnation or forfeiture, for enforcement of a lien
which has or may attain priority over this Security Instrument or to enforce laws or regulations), or {c) Lender
believes that Borrower has abandoned the Property, then Lender may do and pay for whatever is reasonable or
appropriate to protect Lender’s interest in the Property and rights under this Security Instrument, including
protecting and/or assessing the value of the Property, and securing and/or repairing the Property.
