10. Mortgage Insurance. If Lender required Mortgage Insurance as a condition of making the
Loan, Borrower shall pay the premmms required to maintain the Mortgage Insurance in effect. If, for any
reason, the Mortgage Insurance coverage: required by Lender ceases to be available from the mortgage
insurer that previously prov:ded such jnsurance and Borrower was required to make separately designated
payments toward the premiums for ‘Mdrigage Insurance, Borrower shall pay the premiums required to
obtain coverage substantially egu_walent to~the Mortgage Insurance previously in effect, at a cost
substantially equivalent to the cost to Borrower of the Mortgage Insurance previously in effect, from an
alternate mortgage insurer selected by-Lénder.
