18, .Foreclosure Procedure. If Lender requires immediate payment in full under paragraph 9,
' Lender niay invoke the power of sale and any other remedies permitted by applicable law. Lender shall
e entitled to collect all expenses incurred in pursuing the remedies provided in this paragraph 18,
including; but not limited to, reasonable attorneys' fees and costs of title evidence.

' If Lender invokes the power of sale, Lender shall give written notice to Trustee of the occurrence of
an event of default and of Lender's election to cause the Property to be sold. Trustee and Lender shall
take such actmn ragardmg notice of sale and shall give such nofices to Borrower and to other persons as
applicable law may require.
