The drinking water source for thlS smgle family residence is a shallow dug well (APF734).
The dug well is 12 feet ¥ inch deep with a 10 foot surface seal instead of an 18 foot seal.
Construction was completed Apnl 26, 2010. The Health Department requires both
continuous filtration and disinfection to ensure the source is consistent and potable. The
owner chose the following water tr_eatment equipment to serve the whaole house: 10 micron
automatic backwash sand filter followed.by a 5 micron cellulose fiber filter followed by an
ultraviolet disinfection unit. The system includes 500 galions of storage. A separate
rainwater collection system is installed for outside water use. Poor water clarity (turbidity)
may indicate that pathogens may be present at times in the drinking water. The Health
Officer recommends that property cwners exercnse caution in the use of this drinking water
system by:

a. conserving drinking water use where possnble by installing low water use
landscaping and fixtures, .
b. having spare ultraviclet light bulbs fi Iters and maintaining a operation and

maintenance log,

c. testing for turbidity during times of poor water clarlty
d. testing for bacteria on a quarterly basis and .
e. providing appropriate maintenance to the ﬂltratlon and disinfection units as directed

by the manufacturer.
