7. This affidavit is made to induce any and all title insurance companies to issue policies of
title insurance on real property passing to me as the surviving spouse, whether acquired
as community property or converted to community property by operation of the
Agreement, in reliance upon the representations | herem set forth.

If either of the parties shall be declared 1ne0mpetent by a court of competent
jurisdiction, or upon application by or on behalf of one of the parties for Mechcmd or-any similar
public assistance program where eligibility may be determined based on the__re_s,_oureee, of either
party, then each party appoints the other as his or her special attorney-in-fact.to,-at his or her
election, execute and record a mutual revocation of this agreement both as to the. status of
property and as to the disposition of property at death. -

counsel in arriving at this agreement and hereby waives said right. Each party has fu]ly____-

disclosed to the other all assets which he or she now owns and the value thereof.

altema[e disposition.

property or: commumty property are hereby revoke to the extent of any inconsistency with this
agreement. N _

and their respective heirs, admiinistrators, successors and assigns.
