~unpaid, liender may require that any or all subsequent payments due under the Note and this Security Instrument be
made in.one or more of the following forms, as selected by Lender: (a) cash; (b) money order; (c) certified check,
_bank check, treasurer’s check or cashier’s check, provided any such check is drawn upon an institution whose
deposnts are insured by a federal agency, instrumentality, or entity; or (d) Electronic Funds Transfer.

Payments are deemed received by Lender when received at the location designated in the Note or at such
other locatlon as may be designated by Lender in accordance with the notice provisions in Section 15. Lender may
return any payment or pamal payment if the payment or partial payments are insufficient to bring the Loan current.
Lender may accept-any-payment or partial payment insufficient to bring the Loan current, without waiver of any
rights hereunder or-prejudice to its rights to refuse such payment or partial payments in the future, but Lender is not
obligated to apply such payments at the time such payments are accepted.

Borrower shall pay all taxes, assessments, charges, fines, and impositions
attributable to the Property which can attain priority-over this Sccunty Instrument, leasehold payments or ground
rents on the Property, if any, and Community Association Dues, Fees, and Assessments, if any. To the extent that
these items are Escrow Items, Borrower shall pay them in the manner provided in Section 3.

Borrower shall promptly discharge any lien which has priority over this Security Instrument unless
Borrower: (a) agrees in writing to the payment of the obligation secured by the lien in a manner accepiable to
Lender, but only so iong as Borrower is performing such agreement; (b) contests the lien in good faith by, or defends
against enforcement of the lien in, legal proceedings which in Lender’s opinion operate to prevent the enforcement
of the lien while those proceedings are pending, but only until such:proceedings are concluded; or (c) secures from
the holder of the lien an agreement satisfactory to Lender subordinating the-lien to-this Security Instrument.

5. Property Insurance, Borrower shall keep the improvements now exnstmg or hereafier erected on the
Property insured against loss by fire, hazards included within the term “extended coverage,” and any.other hazards
including, but not limited to, carthquakes and floods, for which Lender requires insurance. - This insurance shall be
maintained in the amounts (including deductible levels) and for the periods that Lender requires.. "What Lender
requires pursuant to the preceding sentences can change during the term of the Loan. The insurance carrier providing
the insurance shall be chosen by Borrower subject to Lender’s right to dlsapprove Borrower’s choice, which right
shall not be exercised unreasonably.

If Borrower does not respond within 30 days to a notice from Lender that the insurance carrier has
offered to settle a claim, then Lender may negotiate and settle the claim. The 30-day period will begin when the
notice is given. In either event, or if Lender acquires the Property under Section 22 or ptherwise, Borrower hereby
assigns to Lender (a) Borrower’s rights to any insurance proceeds in an amount not to exceed the amounts unpaid
under the Note or this Security Instrument, and (b) any other of Borrower’s rights (other than the right to any refund
of unearned premiums paid by Borrower) under all insurance policies covering the Property, insofar as such rights
are applicable to the coverage of the Property. Lender may use the insurance proceeds €ither to repair or restore the
Property or to pay amounts unpaid under the Note or this Security Instrument, whether or not theri due.

6. Occupancy. Borrower shall occupy, establish, and use the Property as Borrowet’s principal residence
within 60 days after the execution of this Security Instrument and shall continue to ogcupy the Property as
Borrower’s principal residence for at least one year after the date of occupancy, unless Lender otherwtse agrees in
writing, which consent shail not be unreascnably withheld, or unless extenuating mrcumstances exlst whlch are
beyond Botrower’s control. S
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- 7.. Preservation, Maintenance and Protection of the Property; Inspections. Borrower shall not
destroy, damage or impair the Property, allow the Property to deteriorate or commit waste on the Property. Whether
-or net Borrower is residing in the Property, Borrower shall maintain the Property in order to prevent the Property
from deteriorating or decreasing in value due to its condition. Unless it is determined pursuant to Section § that
repair or restoration is not economically feasible, Borrower shall promptly repair the Property if damaged to avoid
further” detertoratmn of damage. If insurance or condemnation proceeds are paid in connection with damage to, or
the taking of, the Property, Borrower shall be responsible for repairing or restoring the Property only if Lender has
released proceeds for such purposes. Lender may disburse proceeds for the repairs and restoration in a single
payment orin a series of progress payments as the work is completed. f the insurance or condemnation proceeds
are not sufficient td--'-'rep_air' or restore the Property, Borrower is not relieved of Borrower’s obligation for the
completion of such repair or restoration.

Lender orifs.agent may make reasonable entries upon and inspections of the Property. If it has reasonable
cause, Lender may inspect the intérier of the improvements on the Property. Lender shall give Borrower notice at
the time of or prior to such an-interior inspection specifying such reasonable cause.

8. Borrower’s-Loan Application. Borrower shall be in default if, during the Loan application process,
Botrower or any persons or entities acting at the direction of Borrower or with Borrower’s knowledge or consent
gave materially false, misleading, or inaccurate information ot statements to Lender (or failed to provide Lender
with material information) in connection ‘with the Loan. Material representations include, but are not limited to,
representations concerning Borrower’s oceu_pan'cy of the Property as Borrower’s principal residence.

9, Protection of Lender’s-Interest in the Property and Rights Under this Security Instrument. If
(a) Borrower fails to perform the covenants.and agreements contained in this Security Instrument, (b) there is a legal
proceeding that might significantly affect Lenders interest in the Property andfor sights under this Security
Instrument {(such as a proceeding in bankruptcy, probate, for condemnation or forfeiture, for enforcement of a lien
which may attain priority over this Security Instrument or to enforce laws or regulations), or (c) Borrower has
abandoned the Property, then Lender may do ‘and pay-for whatever is reasonable or appropriate to protect Lender’s
interest in the Property and rights under this Security Instrument, including protecting and/or assessing the value of
the Property, and securing and/or repaiting the Property. Lender’s actions can include, but are not limited to
(a) paymg any sums secured by a lien which has prierity over this’ Securlty Instrument; (b) appearing in court; and
(c) paying reasonable attorneys® fees to protect its interest in.the Property and/or rights under this Security
Instrument, including its secured position in a bankruptcy proceeding. :Securing the Property includes, but is not
limited to, entering the Property to make repairs, change locks, replace or board up doors and windows, drain water
from pipes, eliminate building or other code violations or dangerous conditions, and have utilities turned on or off.
Although Lender may take action under this Section 9, Lender does riot-have to-do so and is not under any duty or
obligation to do so. It is agreed that Lender incurs no liability for not taking any or all actions authorized under this
Section 9.

Any amounts disbursed by Lender under this Section 9 shall become addmonal debt of Borrower secured
by this Security Instrument. These amounts shall bear interest at the Nofe rate froni the date of disbursement and
shall be payable, with such interest, upon notice from Lender to Borrower requesting payment.

If this Security Instrument is on a leasehold, Borrower shall comply with all the' provisions of the lease. If
Borrower acquires fee title to the Property, the leasehold and the fee title shall not mierge unless Lender agrees to the
merger in writing. Borrower shall not surrender the leasehold estate and interests herein conveyed or terminate or
cancel the ground lease. Borrower shali not, without the express written consent: of Lender altcr or amend the
ground lease.

10. Mortgage Insurance. If Lender required Mortgage Insurance as a condltmn of makmg the Loan,
Borrower shall pay the premiums required to maintain the Mortgage Insurance in effect. If, for any reason, the
Mortgage Insurance coverage required by Lender ceases to be available from the mortgage ingurer that previously
provided such insurance and Borrower was required to make separately designated payments towa:d the premiums
for Mortgage Insurance, Borrower shall pay the premiums required to obtain coverage substantially, equivalent to the
Mortgage Insurance previously in effect, at a cost substantially equivalent to the cost to Borrower.of the _Mortga_ge
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. Insurange previously in effect, from an alternate mortgage insurer selected by Lender. If substantially equivalent
Mortgage Insurance coverage is not available, Borrower shall continue to pay to Lender the amount of the separately
designated payments that were due when the insurance coverage ceased to be in effect. Lender will accept, use and
retain-these payments as a non-refundable loss reserve in lieu of Mortgage Insurance. Such loss reserve shall be
non-refundable, notwithstanding the fact that the Loan is ultimately paid in full, and Lender shall not be required to
pay Borrower any interest or earnings on such loss reserve. Lender can no longer require loss reserve payments if
Mortgage Thsurance coverage (in the amount and for the period that Lender requires) provided by an insurer selected
by Lender again becomes. available, is obtained, and Lender requires separately designated payments toward the
premiums for Mortgage Insurance. If Lender required Mortgage Insurance as a condition of making the Loan and
Borrower was required to'make separately designated payments toward the premiums for Mortgage Insurance,
Borrowet shall pay the premiums required to maintain Mortgage Insurance in effect, or to provide a non-refundable
loss reserve, until-Lender’s requirement for Mortgage Insurance ends in accordance with any writien agreement
between Borrower and Lender providing for such termination or until termination is required by Applicable Law.

Mortgage insurers evaluate their total risk on all such insurance in force from time to time, and may enter
into agreements with other parties that share.or modify their risk, or reduce losses. These agreements are on terms
and conditions that are satisfactory. to the mortgage insurer and the other party (or parties) to these agreements.
These agreements may require the mortgage insurer to make payments using any source of funds that the mortgage
insurer may have available (which may include funds obtained from Mortgage Insurance premiums).

As a result of these agreements, Lender, any purchaser of the Note, another insurer, any reinsurer, any other
entity, or any affiliate of any of the foregoing, may receive (directly or indirectly) amounts that derive from (or
might be characterized as) a portion of Borrower’s payments for Mortgage Insurance, in exchange for sharing or
modifying the mortgage insurer’s risk, or reducing losses. If such agreement provides that an affiliate of Lender
takes a share of the insurer’s risk in exchange fors a share of the premiums paid to the insurer, the arrangement is
often termed “captive reinsurance.” Further: '

(a) Any such agreements will not affect the amounts that Borrower has agreed to pay for Mortgage
Insurance, or any other terms of the Loan. Such agreements wiil-not increase the amount Borrower will owe
for Mortgage Insurance, and they will not entitle Borrower to any refund

{t) Any such agreements will not sffect the rights Borrower has — if any — with respect to the
Mortgage Insurance under the Homeowners Protection Act of 1998 or any other law. These rights may
inclunde the right to receive certain disclosures, to request and obtam cancellation of the Mortgage Insurance,
to have the Mortgage Insurance terminated automatically, and/or to receive a refund of any Mortgage
Insurance premiums that were unearned at the time of such cancellation or termination.

11. Assignment of Miscellaneous Proceeds; Forfeiture. All .Miseellaneous Proceeds are hereby
assigned to and shall be paid to Lender.

If the Property is damaged such Miscellaneous Proceeds shall be applled ta; restoratlon or repair of the
Property, if the restoration or repair is economically feasible and Lender’s ‘security is not lessened. During such
repair and restoration period, Lender shall have the right to hold such Miscellanéviis Proceeds until Lender has had
an opportunity to inspect such Property to ensure the work kas been completed to Lender’s satisfaction, provided
that such mspecuon shall be undertaken promptly.

the sums secured immediately before the partial taking, destruction, or loss in value divided by (b) the fair market
value of the Property 1mmedlately before the partial taking, destruction, or loss in value.
