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Based on exclusion criteria, an interview was not attempted for 32% of individuals who experienced overdose. All data was collected
through the Skagit County Overdose Notifiable Condition Ordinance 12.5. Counts less than ten (<10) are suppressed in order to comply
with WA DOH small numbers guidance.
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
