REVISION NO. 1

WHEREAS,   under R. C. W.   36.81. 121 Skagit County may revise its adopted

comprehensive Six- Year Transportation Improvement Program at any time; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Skagit County Commissioners ( Board) did direct the Clerk of
the Board to call for a Public Hearing with a Notice of Public Hearing which was published in the
Skagit Valley Herald on January 27, 2022 and February 3, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the current Priority Array for Arterial Road Systems in Skagit County has
been consulted in the preparation of the Transportation Improvement Program per W.A.C.
136. 14. 040, together with the Bridge Priorities as determined from the Bridge Inspection Report
per W.A.C. 136. 20. 060; and

WHEREAS, the Financial Plan, along with other parts of the Transportation Element of
the Skagit County Comprehensive Plan has been considered in the preparation of the Six- Year
Transportation Improvement Program as required by RCW 36. 70A. 070; and

WHEREAS, the revised Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program is found to be
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan as required by R. C.W. 36.70A.070; and

WHEREAS, the Board did hold a Public Hearing to receive public input at 9: 00 a. m., or

shortly thereafter on February 8, 2022.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board that Revision No. 1 of the 2022 -
2027 Six- Year Transportation Improvement Program, as attached and made a part hereto of
this Resolution, is hereby approved and adopted.
