RULES:

1. Babies will race in heats according to the order of sign up.

Each heat winner will advance to the final championship race, with a chance to win
prizes.

3. Racers must be non-walkers, between 6-14 months old.

4. Participating babies must crawl on their hands and at least one knee. Any baby crawling
on their knees only will be returned to the starting line.

5. Parents or handlers are encouraged to coax their babies with any object they deem
effective with the exception of food, beverage, or small animals. These lures must
remain behind the start and finish line.

6. Only 2 handlers/coaxers per baby, babies and diaper derby officials will be allowed up
on the stage, all other spectators must observe from the ground.

7. Coaxer is allowed at the finish line, and must stay behind the line.

8. To finish the race, a baby must touch the line with any part of the body

9. All decisions of the judges are final.
